Participant Qualifications 
 

1. Be registered with the Boy Scouts of America as an adult leader in Venturing (including Sea Scouting), 
Varsity Scouting, Boy Scouting, or ina council or district position. 

 
2. Be at least 21 years of age 

 
3. Have completed the basic training course(s) prescribed for his/her Scouting position. 



 
4. Must be able to pass a BSA Class III Physical for strenuous outdoor activities. 

 
Recognition:  Upon successful completion of the Powder Horn 
Course, participants are awarded a certificate of  
Completion and the Powder Horn device. 
 
Course Size:  The course is limited to 48 participants.  Once the course is filled, applicants will be given the option of 
being placed on a waiting list, in case of cancellations.  Once the course begins, the course deposit will be refunded to 
those on the waiting list who will not be selected. 
 
Course Fee:  The course fee is $225 per person, which includes meals, facility fees, course materials, course shirt, 
recognition items, and a group photograph.  A deposit of $75 is due with the application.  The balance of $150 is due 
by March 1, 2007.  The deposit will be refunded only if the applicant cancels before February 1, 2007, and there is 
someone on the waiting list willing to take his/her place.
