 Approach 
 
The Powder Horn course is based on the requirements 

for Venturing’s prestigious Ranger Award.  The Ranger 

Award Program requires demonstrated proficiency in a 

challenging set of core and elective topics.  During 

Powder Horn, presentations on Ranger topics are made 

by knowledgeable consultants who demonstrate the 

skills required and explain where resources, such as 

equipment, facilities, guides, instructors, and 

certifications can be obtained locally.  Many of the 

presentations involve actual hands-on experience by the 
participants. 

 

Under NO CIRCUMSTANCES is any Powder Horn 

participant required to participate in an activity they are 

uncomfortable with. They may choose just to observe 

and learn. 

 

The Venturing program offers youth ages 14-21 

opportunities limited only by their imagination and 

desire.  This course provides leaders with the resources 

to help guide those youth in meeting their goals.
